Warm Memories Scarf - Crochet Version

Yarn Difficulty
Bulky Weight (7 wpi) approx. 100g/110m Easy; requires knowledge of chain, slip stitch, single
7mm hook or size needed to obtain gauge crochet and stitch 2 together
Gauge Abbreviations — US terminology
10 sts x 9 rows = 4”x4” square in Front Loop SC Ch: Chain
Sts: Stitches
Finished Dimensions — Approximate Sc: Single Crochet
4” wide x 50” long Sc2tog: Single Crochet 2 Together

Slst: Slip Stitch

Note about stitches
ALL single crochet stitches are FRONT LOOP only EXCEPT the CUFF. For the cuff all stitches are brought up on the
loop BELOW the front loop — see pictures below:
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Mitt — Make 2

Cuff: Ché6
Row 1: Scin 2" stitch from hook, sc in each of next
5 sts (5)

Row 2-7: Ch 1, turn, sc in each of next 5 sts (5)
Row 8: Ch 1, turn, scin each of next 5 sts, ch 1,
turn work 90° (see photo below)

Row 1: Work 8 sc along cuff edge (see photo)

Row 2: Ch 1, turn, work 2 sc in next st, sc in each of
next 6 sts, work 2 scin last st (10)

Row 3-7:Ch 1, turn, scin each of next 10 sts (10)

Row 8: Ch 1, turn, scin each of next 7 sts (7)

Row 9: Ch 1, turn, scin each of next 7 sts (7)

Row 10: Ch 1, turn, sc2tog, sc in each of next 5 sts
(6)

Row 11: Ch 1, turn, scin next 4 sts, sc2tog (5)

Row 12: Ch1, turn, sc in next 3 sts, sc2tog (4)

Row 13: Ch1, turn, sc in each of 4 sts (4)

Tie off and weave in ends
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Thumb: Join row 8 at 8" st with slst
Row 8-9: Ch 1, sc in each of 3 sts (3)
Row 10: Ch 1, sc3tog

Tie off and weave in ends

Scarf:

Ch9

Row 1: Scin 2" stitch from hook, sc in each of next
7 sts (8)

Row 2: Ch 1, turn, work 2 scin first st, sc in each of
next 6 sts, work 2 scin last st (10)

Row 3: Ch 1, turn, scin each of 10 sts (10)

Repeat Row 3 until scarf is approx. 36” long

Last Row: Ch 1, turn, sc2tog, sc in each of next 6 sts,
sc2tog (8)
Tie off

Assembly

Lay all three pieces flat ensuring thumbs are pointing
in the same direction. Attach one cuff to either end
of the scarf. Weave in ends.
