ANNUAL MEMORY TREE MOVES ONLINE FOR 2020 
Palliative Manitoba – Changing the conversation about death and grief 

 
Winnipeg, Manitoba: For 32 years during the holidays, Palliative Manitoba has provided a place 
at St. Vital Centre, where the community can express their grief for loved ones who are no 
longer with them. Writing a personal message on a card and hanging it on The Memory Tree has 
become a holiday tradition for many individuals and families. Usually located in The Hudson Bay 
court, the Tree will not go up this year, physically, but the annual tradition will continue.  
 

‘Grief often intensifies during the holidays so it’s important to have a safe outlet. For 
many individuals, The Memory Tree is just that.’ Says Executive Director, Jennifer Gurke, 

‘While it won’t be the same, we hope that you will take the opportunity to place a card on 
our virtual tree.’ 

 
In its 33rd year, The Memory Tree will reside on Palliative Manitoba’s website. Those wishing to 
ensure their deceased friends and family are recognized and remembered can fill in a card 
through the online form, print out one of the downloadable cards available on the webpage and 
mail it in, or call the office and leave their message for one of the staff to place in a card on their 
behalf. Cards will be kept, as in previous years, to be blessed and burned at the Light the 
Memories Ceremony held each year, in spring at Assiniboine Park.
